Dear Hunter 33 Owner,

It has come to our attention that a weakness likely exists within the flip back helm seat on a certain range of boats. This weakness is probably found on hull numbers ranging from HUN33128B404 through HUN33164C404 or any 2004 Hunter 33 with a flip back helm seat. To correct this weakness, we strongly recommend the installation of the enclosed upgrade kit, with written instructions, be added to you boat. Failure to use this kit will probably cause, under certain weight conditions, the seat to break at the hinge-points and the person using the seat to fall backwards into the water or dock. 

It is our strong recommendation that each owner install or have installed the enclosed upgrade kit before the boats next use. Based on the boats, which have been upgraded here at Hunter, we estimate most owners/repair person likely completes this upgrade in less than thirty minutes. If you choose to have the work performed by a paid mechanic, Hunter will pay up to one-hour of labor or up to $60.00 to have the upgrade installed for you if you are not comfortable doing so yourself.  

This possible weakness was discovered at our production facility. To our knowledge there have been no failures or incidents on any vessels that have left Hunter Marine.
